Product Stewardship Black List of Banned Materials – 


There is no international standard governing the use of chemical products. However, the following substances are considered to be sufficiently toxic, persistent or bioaccumulative that steps must be taken to eliminate pollution by them. Their use is prohibited under current EU legislation. 
It should be noted that this is not a definitive list of all banned materials, rather it comprises those substances, which are of principal concern within MT. The list will be augmented as dictated by any future legislation.
